· plan, create, edit, and publish digital video.

· plan, produce, edit, and publish digital audio.

· create basic Web pages or documents.  

· explore new and digital technologies  

· design and develop various projects to add to an digital portfolio.

How Will Projects Be Graded?

Each project will be accompanied with a rubric that will state the specific requirements and points possible.  However, each project is graded on creativity, effort, craftsmanship, following directions, and aesthetic quality.

How Will My Behavior in Class Affect My Grade?

Each week your behavior and participation will be evaluated based on the Character Education Rubric, anytime that you are habitually off task, disruptive, or otherwise misbehaving you will lose participation points. Remember that 5% of your overall grade is based on these points.

How Do I Make Up Missing or Incomplete Work?

· If the assignment is missing because of an absence you have two weeks to make up the work
